By acting as a watchdog

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Because of our work with the Pop-Up Bike Hub, Bike 
Again, Making Tracks and more, people across 
the province have the tools, knowledge and 
confidence they need to be able to safely 
ride and maintain their bikes.

We’ve helped clear the air 
on federal and provincial 
climate policy, encouraging 
real solutions and arming 
Nova Scotians with the 
knowledge they need 
to see through harmful public 
relations campaigns and 
disinformation.

Because of the work of the EAC and others in the 
Halifax Food Policy Alliance, the Halifax Regional 
Food Hub Co-operative has successfully 
incorporated. The Hub will connect food producers 
located throughout mainland Nova Scotia with 
HRM-based wholesale buyers and offer facilities for 
aggregation, storage, online ordering, order fulfillment 
and delivery, and opportunities for co-marketing and 
promotion of local products.

After the EAC and our partners at 
SeaChoice made the recommendation 
to the House of Commons Fisheries 
and Oceans Standing Committee, the 
Department of Fisheries and Oceans 
established an interdepartmental 
task force for seafood traceability, 
helping Canadians know where their 
seafood is coming from.

After years of advocacy from 
the EAC and our allies, Nova 
Scotia is launching its first 
ever school lunch program! 
An accessible, equitable school 
food program will address youth 
food security and promote healthy 
learning environments where students 
are nourished and able to learn.

Following our work with 
the Energy Poverty Task 
Force, Nova Scotia now 
has A Way Forward, a 
viable pathway to 
help households 
struggling to afford 
their energy bills.

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By testing new low-impact gear and helping fleets 
adapt to changing ocean conditions and low 
catches, we’re supporting a sustainable harpoon 
swordfish fishery in Nova Scotia, so that small-scale 
operators can take advantage of opportunities to bolster 
our coastal economies.

Because of mobilization and tireless work from 
the EAC and our allies, Nova Scotians across 
the province are standing up to demand action 
on the Coastal Protection Act, holding the 
provincial government accountable for their 
indefensible decision to scrap the Act.

Because of the efforts 
of the EAC, East Coast 
Environmental Law and 
Sierra Club, government 
at both the federal and 
provincial level decided 
to veto an offshore 
petroleum exploration 
license issued by the 
Canada-Nova Scotia  
Offshore Petroleum Board.

We’ve held decision makers 
at every level of government 
accountable to their climate 
promises, helping pave the way 
for a clean energy future in 
Nova Scotia and beyond.

Because of years of work from the EAC 
and our partners, Halifax now has 
its first food strategy, the JustFOOD 
Action Plan. HRM council has committed to 
funding the establishment 
of a Halifax Food 
Council, emergency food 
planning, municipal urban 
agriculture pilots, an HRM 
food asset map and 
more!

KEEPING A 
CENTURY-OLD  
FISHERY ALIVE

The swordfish harpoon fleet is one of the 

oldest, most storied, and sustainable 

fisheries in Atlantic Canada. It was once 

a highly successful fishery. However, 

changing ocean conditions have made 

swordfish basking at the surface where 

they can be seen and harpooned, 

increasingly hard to find. Fishers are 

leaving much of their small quota in 

the water, making it harder for this 

sustainable fishing method to be a 

viable economic endeavor. 

To adapt to these unpredictable 

conditions, this proactive fleet has 

proposed the addition of a new gear 

type to their licence, rod and reel gear, 

which uses a single deep-water hook 

and line and is a selective and low-

impact gear method. This helps them 

access fish when harpooning is not 

possible and could enable some fishers 

to offer charter trips in the future. 

A charter operation would allow fishers 

to increase revenue, value-add to 

their catches and stay in business while 

remaining within their quota. Swordfish 

fishing charters, led by licenced 

commercial fishers would provide tourists 

from around the world a thrilling, once-

in-a-lifetime experience, fishing for one 

of the most unique species in our region. 

Decision makers need to prioritise 

approval of rod and reel gear for this 

fleet and enabling policy for new 

charter fishing business opportunities. 

Flexibility to adapt and innovate in face 

of changing oceans will help maintain 

sustainable, local seafood jobs and food 

sources and provide wider economic 

benefits for coastal communities in the 

blue economy of the future.

The EAC is working to support this storied 

and clean fishery create value-adding 

options and adapt to changing ocean 

conditions and low catches. Together, 

the fleet and EAC are undertaking rod 

and reel gear trials, community surveys 

to better understand the support for 

sportfishing charters, and economic 

analysis on value-add options as well as 

investigating the regulatory landscape 

and improvements needed.
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Our Kelp Kurious project is supporting the creation of a sustainable 
kelp farming sector in Nova Scotia. This sector could diversify our 
coastal economies and seafood industry, improve regional food security and 
restore marine ecosystems – all while adding upwards of $50 million in revenue 
to our province’s economy over the next few years alone.

Because of the swift action 
and extensive community 
mobilization from the EAC 
and our allies, West Mabou 
Beach Provincial Park is 
now safe from golf course 
development.

Because of a partnership between the Halifax 
Food Policy Alliance (of which the EAC is a 
member) and Feed Nova Scotia’s Innovation and 
Learning lab, recommendations from the Rural 
Food Access Pilot and the Social Supermarket Pilot 
will help increase dignified and affordable 
food access in two HRM communities.

Through education and advocacy, 
we’ve empowered citizens throughout 
the province to advocate for and 
build better active transportation 
infrastructure in their communities.

Nova Scotians are gaining better access to clean, 
affordable and reliable energy because of our work 
engaging with provincial and federal policy, providing education 
and eliminating barriers to energy efficiency.

Though our Energy Transition Deep Canvassing Pilot Project, 
we’re connecting with Nova Scotians across the 
province to hear their concerns and give them a voice in the 
transition to a clean energy future.
